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" Dole, Sebelius, Shriver listed
“ most conservative by ADA

WASHINGTON — By the standards of

_the Americans for Demacratic Action, a
liberal organization, the 1973 voting
record of Sen. Robert Dole (R-Kan.) was
-considerably more conservative than
that of his senior colleague, Sen. James
Pearson (R-Kan.).

» And, according to the liberal palitical
:action group. Rep. Garner Shriver (R-
‘4th) and Rep. Keith Sebelius (R-ist) are
‘the most conservative of the state's 5
:House members.

"~ Dole scored 10 points out of a possible
100 in the ADA’'s annual ratings. Pearson
scored 45. S8hriver and Sebelius both were
rated at eight.

The annuval ratings by the ADA list sen-

ators’ and representatives’ votes on key
issues and compare them with ADA posi-
tions.
- Pearson’s ranking of 45 was close to
the overall Senate average of 47, but con-
siderably higher than the average Re-
publican rating of 26. The average Demo-
cratic rating was 62,

Tén score zero

Dole was one of 22 senators who scored
18 or less in the ratings. Ten senators
scored zer». The highest rated Republi-
.can was Sen. Charles MeC. Mathias of
Maryland, who scored 90.

_“No senator scored 100. Three of them
— ‘Walter Mondale (D-Minn.), Edmund
Muskie (D-Main), and Gaylord Nelson
(D-Wise.) — scored 95.

-~ Dole received a “plus” rating from the
ADIA on only 2 votes: he voted for an
é_rﬁendment to the Senate rules to reduce
secrecy in the operation of Senate com-
mittees and against an amendment to the
Alaska pipeline bill to bar judicial review
of the environmental aspects of the pipe-
line project and direct the Secretary of
the Interior to issue permits for the proj-
ect.

-Pearson received “pluses” from the
'ADA on 8 of the 20 votes.
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In the House. Reps. Joe Skubitz (R-
oth) and Larry Winn (R-3rd} received
slighily higher ratings than their Re-
publican colleagues, both scoring 20.

The only Kansas Demaocral in the
House, Second District Rep. William
Hoy. received a rating of 68.

The average House scare was 41, with
Republicans averaging 17 and Demo-
crats 59. Ten represeniatives, all Demo-
crats, scored 100 percent, compared Lo 22
last year. Forty-seven scored zero, in-
cluding 43 Republicans and 4 Democrats.
Ninety received a zero rating last year.

Shriver and Sebelius received pluses
for only two votes. Winn and Skubitz got
pluses on five.

Sebelius got a plus on a vote against an
amendment to the Nalional Energy
Emergency Act fo ban the allocation of
petroteum for busing of students fo
schools farther than the school nearest
their homes. and on a vote for an amend-
ment to the military procuremesnt bill to
limit military spending to $20.45 billion.

Shriver also got a plus on his vole for
the military procurement ceiling and for
a vote against an amendment which
would have watered down a bill granting
home rule to the District of Columbia,

Sebelius was the only Kansas congress-
man voting for the home rule amend-
ment.

LARNED (HNS) — A committee has
been appointed at Larned State hospital
te look into a report of a patient mis-
treatment, according to Ralph Arnold,
information coordinater for the hospital.

The repori of the mistreatment came
in a copyrighted story by Betty Wells in a
series running in the Wichita Eagle. She
claimed a patient was forced to sit in a
chair for six hours while being soaked
with cold water.

The informaticn director did admit
that problems could arise due to the high
patient to staff ratio.

“‘We would like more staff and medieal
personnel able to work with the mentally
ill. But we just don’t have the funds,”
